This is a 

safe place to pray whatever you need. 

5. There is a space to kneel if you would like to, or if you want to walk 

please do so. 

6. If you are having a difficult time getting started, or simply want to offer 

prayers with another voice, please to turn to the Bible's, hymn books 

and other material that has been provided (these have been marked 

for areas that may be of particular help).
